GOD IS THE CREATOR OF LIFE

e Genesis 1:27 So God created man in His own image, in the
image of God He created him; male and female He created
them.

e Job 33:4 The Spirit of God has made me; the breath of the
Almighty gives me life.

e Psalm 95:6 Come, let us bow down in worship, let us kneel
before the Lord our Maker;

e Psalm 100:3 Know that the Lord is God. It is He who made
us, and we are His, we are His people, the sheep of His
pasture.

e Psalm 119:73 Your hands made me and formed me; give me

understanding to learn Your commands.

e Acts 17:24-25 The God who made the world and everything in it is the Lord of heaven and earth
and does not live in temples built by hands.

GOD CREATES AND FASHIONS LIFE WITHIN THE WOMB

Remember that You molded me like clay. Will You now turn me to dust again? Did You not pour
me out like milk and curdle me like cheese, clothe me with skin and flesh and knit me together
with bones and sinews? You gave me life and showed me kindness, and in Your providence
watched over my spirit.

e Job 31:15 Did not He who made me in the womb make them? Did not the same one form us both
within our mothers?

e Psalm 139:13-16 For You created my inmost being; You knit me together in my mother’s womb.
| praise You because | am fearfully and wonderfully made; Your works are wonderful, | know
that full well.

e 1 Samuel 1:1-20 (Hannah prays to the Lord because she was barren, and the Lord grants her
request.)

CHILDREN ARE A GIFT FROM THE LORD

e Genesis 33:5 Jacob answered, “They are the children God has graciously given your servant.”
e Psalm 127:3-5 Sons are a heritage from the Lord, children a reward from Him. Like arrows in the
hands of a warrior are sons born in one’s youth. Blessed is the man whose quiver is full of them.

WE ARE CONCEIVED AND BORN IN SIN AND ARE THEREFORE UNDER GOD’S WRATH

e Psalm 51:5 Surely | have been a sinner from birth, sinful from the time my mother conceived me.
e John 3:6 Flesh gives birth to flesh.
o Romans 5:12 Therefore, just as sin entered the world through one man, and death through sin,

and in this way death came to all men, because all sinned.

OUR LIFE IS OUR TIME OF GRACE

o |saiah 55:6 Seek the Lord while He may be found; call on Him while He is near.

e John 3:16 For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, that whoever believes
in Him shall not perish but have eternal life.

e 2 Corinthians 6:1-2 As God’s fellow workers we urge you not to receive God’s grace in vain.
For He says, “In the time of my favor I heard you, and in the day of salvation I helped you.” I tell
you now is the time of God’s favor, now is the day of salvation.

e Hebrews 9:27 Just as man is destined to die once, and after that to face judgment.

GOD FORBIDS THE TAKING OF HUMAN LIFE

e Genesis 9:6 Whoever sheds the blood of man, by man shall his blood be shed; for in the image of
God has God made man.

e Exodus 20:13 You shall not murder.

e Exodus 21:22-25 If men who are fighting hit a pregnant woman and she gives birth prematurely
but there is no serious injury, the offender must be fined whatever the woman’s husband demands
and the court allows. But if there is serious injury, you are to take life for life, eye for eye, tooth
for tooth, hand for hand, foot for foot, burn for burn, wound for wound, bruise for bruise.



WE ARE TO DEFEND AND PROTECT LIFE

RAPE,

Deuteronomy 27:19 Cursed is the man who withholds justice from the alien, the fatherless or the
widow.

Psalm 10:17-18 You hear, O Lord, the desire of the afflicted; You encourage them, and You
listen to their cry, defending the fatherless and the oppressed in order that man, who is of the
earth, may terrify no more.

Psalm 41:1 Blessed is he who has regard for the weak; the Lord delivers him in times of trouble.

Proverbs 31:8-9 Speak up for those who cannot speak for themselves, for the rights of all who
are destitute. Speak up and judge fairly; defend the rights of the poor and needy.

Matthew 25:35-36,40 For | was hungry and you gave Me something to eat, | was thirsty and you
gave Me something to drink, | was a stranger and you invited Me in, | needed clothes and you
clothed Me, I was sick and you looked after Me, | was in prison and you came to visit Me. . . . |
tell you the truth, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers of Mine, you did for Me.

INCEST AND BIRTH DEFECTS DO NOT JUSTIFY TAKING THE LIFE OF A CHILD

Deuteronomy 24:16 Fathers shall not be put to death for their children, nor children put to death
for their fathers; each is to die for his own sin.

Isaiah 45:9-10 Woe to him who quarrels with his Maker, to him who is but a potsherd among the
potsherds on the ground. Does the clay say to the potter, “What are you making?” Does your
work say, “He has no hands?” Woe to him who says to his father, “What have you begotten?”” or
to his mother, “What have you brought to birth?”

1 Corinthians 10:13 No temptation has seized you except what is common to man. And God is
faithful; He will not let you be tempted beyond what you can bear. But when you are tempted, He
will also provide a way out so that you can stand up under it.

Ephesians 2:10 For we are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which
God prepared in advance for us to do.

GOD FORGIVES THE SIN OF ABORTION

Roman 5:20-21 The law was added so that the trespass might increase. But where sin increased,
grace increased all the more, so that, just as sin reigned in death, so also grace might reign
through righteousness to bring eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Galatians 6:1 Brothers, if someone is caught in a sin, you who are spiritual should restore him
gently.
